This location does not meet Rule 1004 requirements. It appears that the well location is within
a land use change to residential development. The tank battery has desirable vegetation
establishment but vegetation coverage is less than the surrounding reference area with bare
soil present particularly at the north side of the location. Weeds appear to be controlled at the
time of inspection.
