Inspection doc #714001350 observed portion of the pad which had not been reclaimed per
1004 rules and standards and required compliance with rule 1004 by 11/1/2024. It was
observed in this inspection that eastern portion of the project area remains with remnant
gravel and minimal vegetation and is not meeting final reclamation requirements. Original CA
has not been addressed. Original CA and date remains applicable. No CA date is being
provided as this location is out of compliance for the same Rule.

It was also noted that the location access point remains unreclaimed per 1004
rules/standards.
